Introduction of “Gujarat Rural Roads Maintenance Policy-2018”

No.GJ/1/2018/SRR/2018/US-1-2/D-2:In the reference to directives of Government of India in

reference to Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana, Ministy of Rural Development, Government of
India, The Government of Gujarat has decided to formulate "Gujarat Rural Roads Maintenance
Policy-2018".

After alaborate deliberations held at National and State level on Rural roads Maintenance
policy the Government of Gujarat has decided to formulate and publish "Gujarat Rural Roads
Maintenance Policy-2018".

The purpose of the policy is to provide a guiding frame work for establishing the objectives,
making arrangements for and establishing sets of procedures for the maintenance and repair of rural
roads in the State of Gujarat.

The Government have examined the matter and after careful consideration approved the
"Gujarat Rural Roads Maintenance Policy-2018" and Annexed to this order.

The Secretary, Roads and Buildings Department, Government of Gujarat shall take further
necessary action accordingly.

The "Gujarat Rural Roads Maintenance Policy-2018" will come into force with immediate
effect.

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(iii) Maintenance of rural roads judiciously and optionally with available funds
and resources.

(iv)  To explore new technologies in the field of repair and maintenance of rural roads.

v) To increase capacity buildings and organization development of man power and
agencies engaged in rural road construction and its efficient maintenance for rural
road development and maintenance functions

(vi)  To ensure quality in maintenance by having proper norms and procedure pertaining
to maintenance and management of the rural road network in the state.

(vii) To maintain rural road network of the state to facilitate sustainable and was well
balanced socio economic development.

< Classification of maintenance activity:
As per IRC 82 maintenance operation can be classified as:
(1) Routine maintenance such as pot holes filling, filling the cracks etc. round the year.

(i)  Period maintenance covering renewals, which are required to be done at period
interval

(iii)  Rehabilitation and Strengthening, which includes major restoration or up-gradation
of pavement through reconstruction of application of overlays or to correct structural
deficiencies.

(iv)  Further, the maintenance also includes emergencies repairs such as flood damage or
accidental damages. '

(v)  The routine maintenance also includes maintenance of shoulders, maintenance of
road furniture, guardrails, cross drains structures, causeways, minor / major bridges
etc.

6. Funding arrangement:

The state is allocating funds for maintenance under the Maintenance and Repair
(M&R) there of the state budget head for its rural road network for current repairs for
routine maintenance and of special repairs for periodical maintenance. The rehabilitation
and strengthening is to be taken up under budgetary provisions of respective items. For
emergency repairs the necessary funds are to be diverted from SDRF (State Disaster Relief
Fund) or state budget or departmental budget on as and when required basis.

Further R&B Deptt. had fixed the norms for expenditure for maintenance of various
categories of roads for entire road network vide resolution no.MNR.1123.D, Dtd.8/12/1986
and accordingly with the available budget / fund the maintenance of road network including
rural roads taken-up by R&BD.

7. Types of defects / distress:
The following defects / distresses are to be attended and to be covered under maintenance.
